The preventive measures mean prohibition of the
release for free circulation or placing under the customs warehousing, free zone or
inward processing procedures of the said products in Bulgaria, Hungary, Poland, Romania

== EU Customs Reform. On May 17, 2023 the European Commission published legislative
proposals to “launch the most ambitious and comprehensive reform of the EU Customs
Union since its establishment in 1968 “. In particular, businesses that want to bring goods
into the EU will be able to introduce all the information on their products and supply
chains into the new EU Customs Data Hub. Businesses will only need to interact with one
single portal when submitting their customs information and will only have to submit data
once for multiple consignments. The most trusted traders (‘Trust and Check’ traders) will
be able to release their goods into circulation into the EU without any active customs
intervention at all.

On April 21, 2023 the Commission has
presented a proposal of Directive to revise a number of Directives regulating marketing
standards applicable to a number of agri-food products, including fruit and vegetables,
fruit juices and jams, honey, poultry or eggs. In particular, the proposal enhances the rules
on origin labelling for honey, nuts and dried fruits, ripened bananas, as well as trimmed,
processed and cut fruit and vegetables. So-called “ugly” fruit and vegetables (i.e. having
external defects but suitable for consumption) sold locally and directly by producers to
consumers would be exempted from complying with marketing standards. Another
amendment concerns products intended for donation that may be exempted from main
labelling requirements. The proposal also increases the fruit content of jams (from 350
grammes to 450 grammes minimum per kilo of finished product), so that consumers
would be offered a product with less free sugars and more fruits than they currently get.
According to proposal marking of eggs would also be done directly at the farm to improve

=K State Aid. The EU General Court annulled the decision of the Commission to approve
the recapitalisation of Lufthansa by Germany, amounting to €6 billion euros, in the
context of the COVID-19 pandemic. The Court ruled that the Commission committed
several errors, in particular, by considering that Lufthansa was unable to obtain financing
on the markets for the entirety of its needs, by failing to require a mechanism incentivising
Lufthansa to buy back Germany’s shareholding as quickly as possible, by denying that
Lufthansa held significant market power at certain airports, and by accepting various

The EU Court of Justice
ruled that mere infringement of the provisions of Regulation 2016/679 (General Data
Protection Regulation, GDPR) is not sufficient to confer a right to compensation. The right
to compensation is not limited to non-material damage that reaches a certain threshold
of seriousness. The GDPR does not contain any such requirement and such a restriction
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would be contrary to the broad conception of ‘damage’, adopted by the EU legislature. As
the GDPR does not contain any rules governing the assessment of damages, it is therefore
for the legal system of each Member State to prescribe the detailed rules for actions
intended to safeguard of the rights which individuals derive from the GDPR and, in
particular, the criteria for determining the extent of compensation payable in that context,
provided that the principles of equivalence and effectiveness are complied with. In that
regard, the Court pointed out the compensatory function of the right to compensation
provided by the GDPR and recalls that that instrument seeks to ensure full and effective
compensation for the damage suffered.

The body in charge of disciplinary proceedings against judges must be
independent and impartial. The rules governing the review of the actions of its director
must be designed in such a way as to dispel any reasonable doubt in that respect. See
