o = nsurance against civil liability in respect of vehicles. The Court of Justice ruled
that an electric bicycle is not covered by the obligation to insure motor vehicles
because it is not propelled exclusively by mechanical power. It notes, that the
Directive 2009/103/EC relating to insurance against civil liability in respect of the
use of motor vehicles, and the enforcement of the obligation to insure against such
liability does not indicate whether a ‘vehicle’ must be propelled exclusively by
mechanical power. However, it observes that the directive refers to ‘motor
insurance’, an expression which traditionally refers, in everyday language, to
insurance against civil liability in respect of the use of devices such as motorcycles,
cars and trucks which are propelled exclusively by means of mechanical power.
The Court also refers to the objective of the directive, which is to protect victims of
road accidents caused by motor vehicles. That objective does not require that
electric bicycles be covered by the concept of a ‘vehicle’, within the meaning of the

The case
concerns taxation of German citizen's inheritance of residential property in
Canada. The Court of Justice has established the existence of a restriction on the
free movement of capital, foreseen in Article 63 to 65 TFEU, due the German
legislation differentiating the calculation of taxation of inherited immovable
property for residential purposes depending on its location. In particular, if the
property is located in the national territory, in another Member State or in a non-
Member State which is party to the EEA Agreement, the taxable amount is
calculated from 90% of its market value, while the full market price shall be the
basis for taxation if the property is located in a non-Member State which is not
party to the EEA Agreement. The Court of Justice has also examined whether there
is a justification for the restriction on the free movement of capital under Article
65 TFEU. In particular, the judgment specifies that the public housing policy of a
Member State cannot be justified as an overriding reason in the public interest, as
a national measure in question does not focuses on particular areas where the
shortage of housing is acute, like in large German cities, but applies generally, from
the most basic to the most luxurious property depending only on its location in the
above mentioned countries, which is not consistent with the purpose of affordable
housing policy.

2 Penalty for trade mark infringement. The EU Court of Justice recalled that trade
mark infringement may be categorised by national law both as an administrative
offence and as a criminal offence. The Court found that a national provision which,
where a trade mark is infringed repeatedly or with significant harmful effects,
provides for a custodial sentence of a minimum of five years is contrary to EU law.
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In the absence of EU legislation, the Member States have the power to determine
the nature and level of the applicable penalties. Nevertheless, those punitive
measures must be proportionate. Making provision for a custodial sentence of a
minimum of five years for all cases of unauthorised use of a trade mark in the
course of trade does not satisfy that requirement. See Judgment of the Court in

The CIGI Regulation establishes EU-wide
protection for industrial and craft products that rely on the authenticity deriving
from their origin regions, which was previously available only for consumable
products. Names of craft and industrial products (Limoges porcelain, Madeira
embroidery etc.) that meet the necessary requirements for CIGI protection will be
safeguarded at the EU level through a single registration that covers the entire EU
territory. The registration will be done in two phases: at the national level and then
at the European Union Intellectual Property Office (EUIPO), unless the Member
State opts for the direct application procedure at the EUIPO. The producers of
protected products are entitled to label them by a special logo. The CIGI Regulation

While interpreting Directive 2011/83/EU of the
European Parliament and of the Council of 25 October 2011 on consumer rights
the Court of Justice has stipulated that “the consumer’s right to withdraw from a
distance contract is guaranteed only once in respect of a contract for the
performance of services which provides for an initial free period for the consumer
after which - unless the consumer terminates or withdraws from that contract
during that period - payment is required for a period that is automatically
extended - unless that contract is terminated - for a fixed term, provided that,
when concluding that contract, the consumer has been informed in a clear,
comprehensible and explicit manner by that trader that, after that initial free
period, payment will be required for that performance of services” (see Case C-

=¥ Consumers credit contracts. A preliminary ruling, issued on 23d November
2023, concerns three Polish citizens who concluded the consumer credit
agreements, where in addition to repayment of borrowed sums and interest, they
were required to pay very high additional costs and commission fees. The Court of
Justice has interpreted Art 3(1) of Council Directive 93/13/EEC of 5 April 1993 on
unfair terms in consumer contracts (Unfair Terms in Consumer Contracts
Directive), deciding that a term that provides for the payment by the consumer of
charges or a commission fee in an amount that is manifestly disproportionate to
the service provided in exchange may be held as unfair. The Court of Justice has
also adjudicated on whether the contract may remain valid if its provisions
regarding repayments of loan at home to an agent are declared as null and non-
enforceable. For that purpose the Court of Justice has interpreted Art. 6(1) of Unfair
Terms in Consumer Contracts Directive as not precluding declaring a loan
agreement concluded between a seller or supplier and a consumer as null and void
where it is found that only the term of that agreement setting out the specific
arrangements for payment of the sums due by periodic installments is unfair and
such agreement cannot continue in existence without that term, unless it is
separable from other provisions and its removal may restore the real balance

In
its judgment dated November 9, 2023 concerning Regulation (EU) 2018/858 of the
European Parliament and of the Council of 30 May 2018 on the approval and
market surveillance of motor vehicles and their trailers, and of systems,
components and separate technical units intended for such vehicles, the EU Court
of Justice stipulated that the car manufacturers are required to provide access to
all vehicle repair and maintenance information to independent operators,
including repairers, spare parts distributors and publishers of technical
information. The Court also identified that car manufacturers are required to set
up a database, which must cover information on parts that can be replaced by
spare parts. The vehicle identification numbers shall be a part of such database,
which is not against the General Data Protection Regulation (See Case C-319/22

== EU sanctions against Russia. The EU General Court confirmed that the funds of
Mr Dmitry Mazepin, a Russian businessperson who owns "Uralchem”, must remain
frozen. The EU Council provided a proper statement of reasons for its decision.
The Council has adduced a set of sufficiently specific, precise and consistent indicia
capable of demonstrating that Mr Mazepin is a leading businessperson involved in
a sector providing a substantial source of revenue to the Russian Government.
Consequently, the sanctions imposed on Mr Mazepin are such as to increase the
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costs of Russia’s actions in Ukraine. They therefore respond to the Council’s desire
to exert pressure on the Russian authorities to put an end to their actions and
policies destabilising Ukraine.

= Firearms Directive. The EU Court of Justice ruled that Sweden is ordered to pay
€ 8 500 000 for late transposition of the Council Directive 91/447/EEC of 18.06.1991
on control of the acquisition and possession of weapons as amended by Directive
(EU) 2017/853 (amended Firearms Directive). As for the imposition of a lump sum
for late transposition of the directive, the Court finds that that failure is
undoubtedly serious. This is all the more so since the amended directive
introduces stricter rules for the most dangerous semi-automatic or converted
firearms and governs the rights and obligations of brokers and dealers in relation
to transactions involving suspicious ammunition. Furthermore, the seriousness of
the failure is increased by its potential impact on the objectives of public security
and protection against cross-border crime.
