== Energy Union - The European Commission has published the fifth Report on the State
of the Energy Union (14.10.2020). The Report takes stock of the progress made in the five
dimensions of the energy union - decarbonisation, including renewables, energy
efficiency, the internal energy market, security of supply and research, innovation and
competitiveness.

== Fy responsibility for the harm caused by EU sanctions - The Court of Justice upheld
the judgment of the General Court dismissing Bank Refah Kargaran’s action for damages
for the harm suffered as a result of the restrictive measures adopted by the EU Council
concerning it (06.10.2020). The Court of Justice dismissed the appeal despite finding that
the General Court had erred in law by declaring that it lacked jurisdiction to hear and
determine the action for damages for the harm allegedly suffered by the appellant as a
result of decisions of the Council pursuant to the Common Foreign and Security Policy
adopted under Article 29 TEU. This precedent judgement of the Court confirms the EU
responsibility for damages for the harm caused by EU foreign policy sanctions in case of
their illegality.
