. EE Compensation for harm caused by anticompetitive practices. The Court of Justice of
the European Union ruled that the victim of an infringement of EU competition law
committed by a parent company may seek compensation from that company’s subsidiary
for the resulting loss. To do so, it must prove that the two companies constituted an
economic unit at the time of the infringement. Any person is entitled to claim
compensation from ‘undertakings’ which have participated in a cartel or practices
prohibited under Article 101 TFEU for the harm caused by those anticompetitive practices.
Even if such actions for damages are brought before the national courts, the
determination of which entity is required to provide compensation for the harm caused
is governed directly by EU law. See Judgment in Case C-882/19 Sumal of 06.10.2021.
