The EU acquis in the energy sector has substantially evolved since the
conclusion of the negotiation of the Agreement, as have Ukraine's obligations
arising from the implementation of the Agreement and its membership in the
Energy Community Treaty. This evolution needs to be reflected in Annex
XXVII to the Agreement which should, therefore, be updated. One of the key
issues of providing qualitative changes in the energy sector is the monitoring
process of reforms. For that purpose, the Association Council decided to
amend Annex XXVII in order to establish more detailed rules for monitoring
the approximation of Ukrainian law to the EU law in the energy sector.
